Comment

Redwood Close
· An excellent idea, on several occasions emergency ambulances have had to park in the middle of the road, furthermore the owners of houses concerned by parking restrictions namely numbers 115 – 122 have garages or parking spaces in the car park.


· Wants to know why yellow lines are proposed outside house

· States that there has never been a problem with access for emergency vehicles

· That no one has parked on the opposite side of the road causing an obstruction

· That if restrictions allowed parking will just move to the other side of the road

· Does not have off street parking.


· Agree with the proposed parking restrictions as parking on that side o the road causes a blind spot for motorists and there is a danger of accidents when motorists are in a hurry.


· Generally in favour of the initiative to improve parking

· Considers the restrictions may be unfair to residents of numbers 115 – 120 who do not have off street parking

· Has noticed a deterioration of parking standards in area

· Suggests as an alternative that cars could be allowed to park two wheels on the pavement then yellow lines would not be needed


· Acknowledges that it can be difficult going round bend and restrictions would make it safer

· Concerned that resident affected by restrictions may not be able to park their cars and that they may not be able to walk long distances

· That visitors occasionally park in private car parking spaces and concerned that this may increase when the restrictions are in

· Requests that private parking sign are put up

· Suggests that parking spaces should be marked with house/flat number.


· Agree that proposed restrictions that it is a safety concern. However if restrictions are enforced then residents who have no parking of their own will be forced to park further up the road resulting in parking on both sides of the road and emergency vehicles will have no chance of getting through. The roads are very narrow what else could be done.


· Writes to express approval of proposed parking restrictions. We believe it will be a positive step towards safer driving and wiser parking arrangements in the neighbourhood.


· Wonderful, great news, hurry up and get it done.


· Against proposal

· Never seen an emergency vehicle obstructed

· Why create a problem where none exists

· Why not write to the residents and remind them that they have off road parking even if it is 300 yards away.


· Disagrees with proposal as it is a close and they would take away the charm of the place and would not be in keeping with the road and houses.


· Agrees that cars parked along the stretch of road obstruct drivers’ sight.

· Advises that there is also a problem with cars parking half on and half off pavement on their side of road outside properties 34-33.

· Requests that the proposed yellow line is reduced slightly as indicated on plan and that a double yellow line be placed outside 34-33.

· Believes that people will park on opposite any yellow lines and will cause further problems.


· That the restrictions will simply move the problem to another part of the road

· Has never seen an emergency vehicle being obstructed in eleven years.


· Strongly disagree with proposed restrictions

· Already has problem with parking near own house


· Proposed restrictions will result in cars being parked in narrow areas of the close
