Summary
1.1
  To ratify the draft resolution made at the meeting of this Committee on the 31 January 2007.

Details

2.1
  At the January meeting Committee approved the advertisement of the intention to make a resolution in respect of prohibited streets for the purposes of street trading within the Three Rivers district in the local Watford Observer.

2.2 The advertisement was duly placed and there were no representations made by either the general public or businesses in the district. The Police and Hertfordshire Highways have both confirmed they have no objections to the proposals.
2.3
Ratification of the draft resolution will require approval by full Council at its meeting on the 10 July. Following Council approval the resolution is required to be advertised in a local paper for two consecutive weeks. The date for the provisions coming into force must not be less than 28 days from the date of the first insertion of the advertisement. Officers therefore suggest that the date for commencement of the new schedule of streets be the 1 September 2007.
2.4
Committee has resolved to require the Criminal Records Bureau Basic Disclosure as a pre-requisite of the application process. The Disclosure is valid for a period of three years. In the interests of the avoidance of doubt Committee is requested to confirm that a CRB Basic Disclosure is undertaken every three years where applicable, to be paid for by the applicant.

That the proper legal process in respect of the adoption by the Council of the revised list of prohibited streets for the purposes of street trading within the district is complied with.

  List of Prohibited Streets for the purposes of street trading within the Three Rivers district as from 1 September 2007.
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Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1982 – Street Trading

At the Council meeting on 10th July 2007 (and subsequently) the Three Rivers District Council resolved to adopt certain provisions of the above legislation relating to street trading.

The effect of the proposals will be:-

(a)
To provide a list of roads where street trading will be prohibited completely (designated as Prohibited   Street); and

(b) To prohibit street trading in all other roads without the written consent of the Council (designated Consent Streets).

The new list of Prohibited and Consent Streets are as follows:-

PROHIBITED STREETS
These are streets where Street Trading is prohibited and an application for Street Trading Consent will be refused.

· A405 - that part which lies between the roundabout at Long Lane and the A412 Denham Way. 

· A405 - that part of the road which lies within the Three Rivers District at Garston.
