(b) the possible attribution of plus or minus ratings be applied when ranking the areas selected as most appropriate for housing

(c) that clarification be provided that the East Carpenders Park area did not refer to the existing Nursery

(d) that the public representations to the consultation be taken account of in assessing each area for housing provision; and

Establish a Working Party with membership of 5 Liberal Democrats, 2 Conservatives and 1 Labour Member to perform the roles set out in paragraph 2.5 of the report.
