LOCAL PLAN NEXT STEPS AND FORMAT FOR FUTURE REPORTS

The Committee received a report providing an update in relation to:

· Additional sites

· Strategic Housing and Employment Land Availability Assessment (SHELAA)

· Drafting of Local Plan policies

· Brownfield Land Register

· Annual Monitoring report and 5 year housing land supply



There had been over 3,000 responses to the public consultation on the sites from across the whole District.  A summary of the responses would be provided to the sub-committee at a future meeting.  All the comments received would be considered as part of the assessment process.
A Member said that some of the maps were misleading, particularly with regard to the map showing sites in East Lane, and asked if checks of the site locations and roads could be made.
Members noted that a further review of smaller parcels of land would be undertaken in the Green Belt as part of a Stage 2 review. This had been delayed in order that Officers could finalise the methodology.
The findings of a joint Retail and Leisure study would be the subject of a Retail Topic Paper which would be considered at a future meeting of the sub-committee.

A joint level 1 Strategic Flood Risk Assessment (SFRA) had been completed although a Level 2 SFRA would provide recommendations and potential measures for managing flood risk for sites which had been identified as at risk (i.e. in Flood zones 2 and 3).  These findings would inform the site assessment process.

Members noted that an economic study was also to be completed for South West Herts. 

Members noted that the draft local plan would be publicised in September this year for consultation which would include an updated sustainability appraisal.

Members noted that the Government had changed overnight the rules on the housing provision required each year and the majority of Council’s were in the same position.
