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Hire of Grounds Guidance for Weekly Community Organisations

The aim of this policy is to encourage local organisations to deliver those activities -on Three Rivers District Council owned parks, open spaces and woodlands- which the Council wants to support.
It is divided into essential requirements including those participants and activities the Council wants to encourage.
Essential Requirements 

· The charge for hire to be paid at the rate of £6 per hour payable in advance * 
· Charge to be no more than £5 per participant per hour.
· The duration of activities must be no more than once a week and last no more than 3 hours per session.
· Figures to be provided on a monthly basis on Hire of Grounds Weekly Attendance Record Form.
· Hirers to be registered UK Tax payer.
· Organisers to have the following policies where applicable:
· an up-to-date health and safety policy, including risk assessments

· an in-date public liability insurance policy with a minimum indemnity of £5million. 

· a safeguarding policy including Criminal Record Bureau disclosures
· The activity must include at least one from the category of participants or activities the purpose of hire must have regard to.
Participants or Activities the Purpose of Hire must have Regard to
Participants 
· Children, young people and families
· People who have restricted mobility

· Those with a physical, mental or a learning disability
· Vulnerable adults such as elderly populations
· Those on a low income
Or-
Activities 

· Encouraging creativity or appreciation of the arts.

· Creating the opportunity for residents to become more physically active.
· Those which promote play,

· Support to the environment such as promoting its cleanliness, safety, or making it healthier.
· Improving community relations and participation

· Enhancing understanding of the local Three Rivers’ heritage
Activities which will be Deemed Unsuitable for Hire
If the activity is judged to fall, or likely to fall into one of the following definitions, the Council is likely to refuse hire of its land.

· activities which may have an adverse or intrusive impact on 
· other users, 
· the wildlife (where applicable) or
· the land itself
· having no regard to sustainable use of resources
· activities which restrict accessibility
· any exclusion of Three Rivers residents
· use for overtly political or religious reasons
· likely to harm community relations
*These charges are subject to change during the budget setting process and will be reviewed annually
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
